I LANDSCAPE

A. The Illinois State University (ISU) campus is designated as The Fell Arboretum.
The University continues to strive towards the goal of providing a diversified group
of trees and shrubs on our campus. This diversification in plant material allows us to
meet one of the main objectives of the Fell Arboretum, the creation of a complete
living laboratory for the instructors, students, and visitors. More information can be
found at https://arboretum.illinoisstate.edu/. The selection and planting of additional
plant species, onto the ISU campus, should be done with the Fell Arboretum
objectives in mind.
